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Dear SA3,

I am happy to inform you that the SA#44 plenary meeting (Aruba, 1-4 June 2009) was favourable on our submissions. The main points with impact to SA3 are listed in the following:

1. All of our proposed CR’s were approved. I spotted very late that some of our CR’s to the Home (e)NB security TR 33.820 had been agreed for Release 9. Because the TR exists already for Release 8 and, on the other hand, the Home (e)NB security TS is going to appear in Release 9, I considered creation of two different versions of the TR at this stage counter-productive from schedule point of view. Therefore, I proposed that all CR’s should still be agreed for Release 8 and this proposal was also approved by SA#44. One of the 33.401 CR’s (S3-091059: “Clarification of LTE USIM requirement”) was slightly modified, following a proposal from NTT DoCoMo (who were the originators of the CR in the first place), see SP-090446 for the end result.   
2. All of our proposed WID’s were also approved. Some wording improvements were made for the “New WID on EEA3 and EIA3 algorithms” (S3-091089), see SP-090457 for the end result.
3. The two TR’s we submitted for information (TR 33.828 for IMS media security and TR 33.837 for PUCI) did not trigger much discussions. For the IMS media plane security, there was a request to make sure that our mechanisms interact well also with the IMS extensions that are currently under preparation in SA2 and CT WG’s.
4. We got all of our exception requests approved for continuing stage 2 work for Rel-9: Lawful interception, IMS media plane security, NDS enhancements for backhaul security, 128-bit encryption for GSM and GPRS, GBA push enhancement, Home (e)NB security, Extended Identity Management. All exceptions are until September plenary at which time we are supposed to have stage 2 stabilized (in order to allow stage 3 to also stabilize before end of 2009). Please, be aware that this is obviously quite a tall order for the WI’s we have barely started. For PUCI, it was clarified that we do not need an exception to continue the work with the TR still for Release 9 (indeed, there is no stage 3 work dependent completion of the TR).
5. SA#44 endorsed our agreement to postpone elections of the chairman and vice chairmen to the SA3#57 meeting (Dublin, November).
6. Issues of interest in SA1 area:

- TR 22.913 “LCS support in EPC for non-3GPP accesses” was for information (SP-090379), including section for privacy;

- WID for “IMS Service Continuity – Inter Device Transfer enhancements” was approved (SP-090452) with a pointer to needed security considerations.
7. Issues of interest in SA2 area:

- SA2 got a bunch of CRs approved on MBMS support in EPS (SP-090356); I think we should still at least double-check whether there are changes needed to our corresponding TS 33.246;
- An LS was sent to us (among others) about a potential SA-wide WID on “Local IP Access and Internet Offload”. We are supposed to review the draft WID (SP-090455) and provide our feedback to SA2.
8. Stage 2 of Release 9 was frozen (apart from explicitly granted exceptions). Stage 3 of Release 9 is expected to be completed by the end of 2009. Release 10 schedules were also discussed but only a tentative date for stage 1 freezing was agreed at this point: March 2010.
