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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks SA3 for your liaison concerning the SA3 Technical Report on Protection against Unsolicited Communication in IMS.
SA1 made the definition of unsolicited communication to include only bulk communications, sometimes called SPAM or SPIT. For IMS multimedia telephony services SA1 considered that there exist adequate alternative capabilities that could be used when a user is individually targeted.

SA1 kindly asks SA3 to consider TS 22.173 Release 9, which includes IMS multimedia telephony services suitable to achieve the prevention of individual (targeted) communications.

For IMS multimedia telephony services Malicious Communication Identification (MCID) in clause 8.2.5 can be used where the communications are unlawful (e.g. harassing), while the Release 9 enhancement to dynamic blocking of incoming communications (clause 8.2.10) can be used to prevent further incoming communications from another user, even when the identity is not known by the user (e.g. OIR invoked).
