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	Stage 3 for NBA and GIBA has been completed. One open issue in SA3 was how the I-CSCF would derive a IMPI in case the authorization was not present. CT1 concluded and specified one way only to this, i.e., the same way as for GIBA (TS 24.229, clause 5.3.1.2):

If the REGISTER request does not include an Authorization header field and private user identity, the I-CSCF shall derive the private user identity from the public user identity being registered, contained in the To header field, by removing URI scheme and the following parts of the URI if present: port number, URI parameters, and To header field parameters.

The current text in P.6 is quite misleading and suggest that proprietary solutions may be required. The text should only reflect the standard behavior and not potential proprietary behavior. Hence, the text needs to be updated to reflect the stage 3 solution.  

In addition, a minor change that is required for GIBA is that 23.003 specifies how to create the IMPI and Temp IMPU (from the IMSI), while 24.229 specifies how to derive the IMPI from the IMPU provided in the To field of the SIP message. It is therefore proposed to clarify this as well.

Considerations on the Cx interface

The specification of certain Cx commands in TS 29.228 [39] requires the inclusion of a private user identity (IMPI). When a registration request is sent without an Authorization header then such a private user identity is not available. 

For GIBA, an Authorization header is never included in a registration request. However, it is specified for GIBA in TS 23.003 [46] how to create the private and temporary public user identity, and in TS 24.229 [8] (c.f., clause 5.3.1.2) how to derive a private user identity from a public user identity. This derived private user identity is then used in Cx commands.

For NBA the inclusion of an Authorization header in a registration request is optional. However, it is specified for NBA in TS 24.229 [8] (c.f., clause 5.3.1.2) how to derive a private user identity from a public user identity. This derived private user identity is then used in Cx commands.
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
