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Background

WID on the proposed new algorithm “New WID on EEA3 and EIA3 algorithms” was adopted at SA Plenary SA#44 (Aruba 1-4 June 2009) as SP-090457 (SA3 S3-091089). 

Proposed work method

SAGE is happy to undertake this work. Contacts have been made, and it is hoped that the work can be undertaken this year within the timescales.

The algorithm will undergo a two-phase evaluation.  First, a brief assessment by SAGE; second, an evaluation by external, paid expert teams.  (SAGE will identify suitable external teams.)  If SAGE is then happy to recommend the algorithm, it will be released to 3GPP, published, and offered for use according to the same rules that apply to other 3GPP algorithms administered by 3GPP and GSMA.
SAGE itself does not require any funding for this work.  Funding is required for the external evaluation teams; we expect a total of €100K to be required for this (€50K for each of two teams).  Whilst the majority of finding for external evaluation will come from the algorithm proponents, it is expected that a small amount of funding may be required from GSMA and 3GPP.  Specifically, we expect GSMA and 3GPP each to contribute roughly €10K. GSMA have been contacted informally via GSMA SG Chairman, and a formal request will be made in due course.  
SA3 are asked to agree this working method, and to endorse this LS so that it can be formally sent to SA as a request for funding.
