License Policy for EEA3 and EIA3
Data Assurance and Communication Security Research Center of Chinese Academy of Sciences, hereafter “DACAS”, clarifies its patent licensing policy with respect to its patents that are based on PCT application No.PCT/CN2009/072257 and on its belief, to be essential to the LTE Cryptographic Standards, as well as possible future DACAS patents essential to the LTE Cryptographic Standards, hereinafter “its Patents.”
When the LTE Cryptographic Standards have been officially finalized and established, DACAS will offer licenses under its Patents, on a fair, reasonable, non-discriminatory basis without any fee/royalty and described in a written license agreement without unreasonable delay, for the purpose of making, using or selling products or services that are compliant with the LTE Cryptographic Standards, to the extent that its Patents are essential to the officially established LTE Cryptographic Standards, provided that:
(i)  the licensee is willing to grant to DACAS a license under the licensees patents essential to the LTE Cryptographic standards, on a fair, reasonable, non-discriminatory basis without any fee/royalty; and
(ii) DACAS shall retain a right to enforce its Patents, including but not limited to seek license fee/royalty payment, against any licensee who asserts its patents essential to the LTE Cryptographic Standards against DACAS.
