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1. Introduction 

Emergency calls shall not fail because of IMS media plane security requirements. It is proposed to include a clause 7.4 in TS 33.328 v1.1.0 on handling of emergency calls. We propose that e2ae security shall be used when it is clear from the registration that e2ae security is supported by both, IMS UE and network, and, hence, can be set up without any problems. E2e security shall not be used for emergency calls.
2. Proposal 

We propose a new clause 7.4 in TS 33.328 v1.1.0 (all marked using MS-Word revision marks in the following):

7.y Handling of Emergency Calls 

E2ae security procedures according to clause 7.2.1 shall be applied to an emergency call set-up if and only if the registration procedure according to clause 7.1 has shown that both, IMS UE and network, support e2ae security. E2e security shall not be applied to emergency calls.
