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1. Overall Description
RAN3 would like to inform CT1 that RAN3 have discussed their scenario whereby “PLMN/MME selection will be done in the eNodeB in case the PLMN/MME which UE selected does not support IMS emergency call and this may be different from the PLMN selected by the UE”. 

RAN3 has analysed the corresponding request from CT1 to have the MME notified that a PLMN different from the PLMN chosen by the UE has been selected for use.

RAN3 would like to inform CT1 that the eNB currently provides over S1 interface in the INITIAL UE MESSAGE message the PLMN selected by the UE within the TAI information element.
Therefore RAN3 believes that the eNB simply must route the message to an MME that supports an appropriate PLMN for IMS Emergency Calls and that this MME can make the final PLMN selection itself. Please refer to the following text in specification TS36.300:
An IMS emergency call by a UE in limited service state is detected by the eNB by use of a random number for InitialUE-Identity and emergency cause value in the RRC connection request. The eNB then performs MME selection according to the PLMN selected by the UE and if that PLMN does not support IMS emergency calls the eNodeB routes the signalling to the MME of another shared PLMN that supports IMS emergency call.
Therefore RAN3 believes that no additional indication of PLMN is needed over S1.

How the MME will then avoid the Kasme mismatch when it selects a PLMN that is different than the one that the UE had selected is an issue that is assumed to be solved between CT1, RAN2, SA2 (e.g. whether MME decides to use Null algorithms or whether it signals the new selected PLMN to the UE within the Authentication Request message, etc…)

2. Actions 
To CT1 : 
RAN3 kindly asks CT1 to take note of RAN3 decision that no new additional information element is needed over S1.   
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
