Conclusions


In this report we have developed solutions to protect mobile subscribers from unsolicited communication over IMS and analyzed these solutions with respect to requirements and impact on standardization. Broadly, we present both non-technical and technical approach towards prevention of unsolicited communication. 

Non-technical solutions like service level agreements and legal means exist but they do not provide complete solution for prevention against unsolicited communication. Therefore technical solutions are necessary. Under technical solutions we identified 4 ways these are:

· SPIT/UC Protection with Supplementary Services (SS)

· Contextual Information (CI) – an extension to SS –
· UC protection framework for non-IMS interconnection: the Open Proxy Handshake (UC-OPH)
· Identification, Marking and Reacting (IMR)

Chapter 8 on comparison (Section 8.2) and usage space (Section 8.3) and Chapter 9 on architectural options provide adequate information on what can be achieved by each solution. In summary the four solutions presented in TR are complementary. SS can be used as such and can be enhanced with CI, UC-OPH is the solution for inter-operator purposes and IMR provides a framework that uses SS as modules for identification and, where available, marking.

Therefore, within the boundaries of ３GPP standardization, we recommend that the technical specification activity on PUCI is done for IMR and SS extension with CI. Existing TS on IMS security, TS 33.203, can accommodate the required changes in a separate section. Changes to SS should be done in the existing TSes.
