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The attached CR to TS 33.203 on “SIP Digest without Authorization header in first REGISTER message” was updated from S3-091991. The only difference to the previous version is that the so-called “authentication scheme configuration option” was removed as this simplifies the proposed changes and is not deemed essential to us. 

We still hold that, if SA3 agrees to extend SIP Digest such that it is no longer required to include an Authorization header in first REGISTER message, then this should be done in a way that all non-3GPP accesses can benefit from this extended functionality, in line with the spirit of IMS, aiming at a maximum degree of access independence. 
We propose to handle the attached CR as follows: 
· If a decision on a solution addressing the above-mentioned extension of the SIP Digest functionality is taken at SA3#58 then this CR shall be considered for the decision. 

· Otherwise, if it is decided to send an LS to SA1 and wait with an SA3 decision until a reply from SA1 is received then it is proposed to attach the CR to the LS to SA1 so that SA1 can have an idea of the nature of the required changes.
