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1. Introduction
This contribution proposes to make the discussion on the requirement of emergency call handling in 33.320. With this discussion, it is confirmed that H(e)NB should appropriately enhances its support on emergency call. The chance for the acheivement of UE’s emergency call should also increased.
2. Discussion
In 4.4.2 of 33.320, If hosting party authentication is used, the H(e)NB shall shut down its air interface and disconnect from the operator’s core network on removal of the HPM which was used for authentication towards the MNO. It indicates that H(e)NB will not be able to support emergency call on removal of HPM. As the necessary deployed element for the coverage of  operator’s network, H(e)NB does not provide emergency call service means there is no emergency call service for UEs in some areas. If the H(e)NB can work and access the core network but it can not provide emergency service, it will be unacceptable to users and run counter to the high level requirement on emergency call. 

Furthermore, as we all know, whether there is a SIM card in user’s cell phone or not, emergency call is supported by the cell phone for users. H(e)NB belongs to user devices, it should also do its best to satisfy the requirements of users. From the points of users, extra money is paid on H(e)NB beside cell phone, more sufficient service should be provide to them. In emergency scenarios, users who lose the SIM card can still start the emergency call, however, users who lose HPM will not be able to start emergency call, it result in that users pay more money to get the limitation to their mobile service.
In the current UE Registration procedure, HNB and HNB-GW support handling of emergency call. From the description of 25.467, HNB-GW checks the UE capabilities and the Registration Cause, and HNB-GW can accept the UE registration attempt and allow the Emergency call regardless of whether UE can pass access control. There is no support of emergency call from HPM. As long as the registration procedure is successful, HNB shall start broadcasting. It makes H(e)NB to be able to support the connection establishment for emergency call without HPM.
From the description of 25.467, the HNB registration procedure is realized without HPM.

From security aspect, H(e)NB device integrity check does not include the HPM integrity check. The establishment of connection for emergency call will not be influenced by the removal of HPM.
All in all, from the aspects of coverage, service, realization and security requirements, H(e)NB should provide its support on emergency call regardless of whether the HPM is removed from H(e)NB.
3. Conclusion
Based on the discussion in section 2 and the current status of Emergency Call handling, it is proposed to agree the pCR on the complement to the emergency call of H(e)NB.
