Other security features

The communication between time server and H(e)NB shall be provided with adequate protection. 

Access control shall be performed in the HNB-GW and optionally in HNB in case of non-CSG capable UEs or non-CSG capable HNBs.
In case of CSG capable UEs and CSG capable HNBs, the SGSN/MSC/VLR shall perform access control for UE for accessing HNB, as described in [12].

MME shall perform access control for UEs accessing HeNB as described in [xx].
The HMS and/or HNB-GW shall perform HNB location verification. The HeMS shall perform HeNB location verification.

Location verification is needed to satisfy various security, regulatory and operational requirements of operators.
