This document provides definition of platform validation
1. Discussion
Platform Validation: This is a process used to verify the integrity of the platform and platform components at system start up. It is performed in the RN platform secure environment by calculating the cryptographic checksum of the platform components and comparing the values against a set of pre-established reference values. The reference values are esblished at time of installation of the affected platform components. A successful platform validation indicates that the cryptographic checksum of the components are identical to the set of reference values.   For the purpose of platform validation, a component can be a software module, firmware module, or configuration module.
2. Proposal
It is proposed to add the above definition of the “platform validation” in the TR and remove the related editor’s note in 3.1.
