Editor’s note: This section should describe how compatibility with ICS, SRVCC, and SC could be handled for the IMR approach.

IMR PUCI functionality is executed by the iFC settings in the S-CSCF, which are downloaded from the HSS on a per user basis (TS 23.228 [x]). Since the detection of unsolicited users is performed only at the session setup in the first application server (PUCI AS) defined in the iFCs, the marking of the session with a SCORE and other PUCI related information is independ of further handling by other application servers. When the session is established, then there is no impact on mid-call features like SRVCC and SC, which are executed by the SCC AS. There is also no impact to ICS since with this feature all sessions are anchored in the TAS for supplementary service handling in IMS, which is a separate application server and which is like the SCC AS invoked by the iFCs after the PUCI AS. 
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
