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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA3 would like to thank ITU-T SG 17 for their LS COM 17 – LS 147 – E informing about the ITU-T activity on X.oacms.
Currently 3GPP SA3 is developing a technical report titled “Study on Protection against Unsolicited Communication for IMS”; draft of the technical report is attached herewith.
3GPP SA3 reviewed draft recommendation X.oacms, Overall aspects of countering messaging spam in mobile networks, and would like to note that the approach outlined hashes the messages and compares the value with a database containing hashes of known spam messages. For e-mails this approach only works to a very limited degree, since spammers use scripts that insert random text to make this kind of detection impossible.
