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In SP-110218 (=S3-11043) SA plenary asks SA3 to commence work on the “Secure Connection” MTC Feature for Rel-11. In TR 33.868v0.2.0 (S3-110198), SA3 describes the 3GPP Generic Bootstrapping Architecture (GBA) as a possible solution to establish security between an MTC device and an MTC server. However, there is also standards work ongoing on use of GBA to establish security for machine type communications in ETSI M2M. For example, GBA use is described in the latest public version of the draft ETSI M2M functional architecture which is available here:

Vodafone proposes that 3GPP SA3 establish liaison with ETSI M2M to ensure alignment between ETSI M2M specifications and 3GPP MTC specifications, especially in the area of GBA usage.
An initial liaison statement to ETSI M2M could cover the following topics, for example:

· Status of MTC security work in 3GPP and relation to ETSI M2M

· Status of GBA in existing 3GPP standards and availability for M2M bootstrapping (identify closest parallel use case)

· Security and ease-of-use of GBA for M2M bootstrapping compared to alternatives

· Strong need to decide how GBA should be used when boot-strapping M2M keys: i.e. a single standard rather than multiplicity of options. 

· Possibility for boot-strapping service level and application level keys as well as bootstrapping keys.

· Proposal that 3GPP should be involved in creating a single “profile” on uses of GBA in the ETSI M2M standard.

· Any requirements that ETSI M2M would like to provide back to assist in that profiling.

· Any views on need to standardize GBA interface to the UICC in the M2M space (e.g. an AT+GBA command set to be used with M2M modem, or other API)?
