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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 has been discussing possible restrictions to the UE on responding to an MBMS counting request received in different PLMN than the UE’s current RPLMN. In the discussion it was not obvious that UE is allowed to even receive MBMS service from different PLMN than RPLMN. It was acknowledged in RAN2 that no ciphering of MBMS transmission is provided by the RAN, although ciphering may be provided at the application/service layer.
Additionally RAN2 wants to acknowledge that one needs to take into consideration at least following PLMN types being different than RPLMN:

· EPLMN(s)

· NW sharing case (shared NW with RPLMN ID)
· Completely independent PLMN
