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Abstract: This document removes the editor’s note in Section 7.2.
Introduction
There is an Editor’s note in Section 7.2 stating as follows:

Editor’s note: It is for further study whether elimination of passive key escrow capability without elimination of active key escrow is a significant enough security uplift to justify standardization of a completely new IMS media plane security solution. Lawful interception requirements for this use case are also for further study.
The justification for the current extMEDIASEC Study Item states that study is needed for number of requirements and relevant use cases. In addition, the same Justification Clause clearly states the need to evaluate which normative standardization work is needed. Therefore, the first part of the Editor’s note stating that the further study is needed to justify standardization applies to all sections of TR 33.829. There are multiple ways to address this misplacement e.g., the first part of Editor’s note can be moved to introduction, similar Editor’s note can be included in all sections or the first part of the Editor’s note can be removed keeping in mind the justification of this study item. This contribution proposes to remove it. The second part of the Editor’s note is already included in Editor’s note in Section 7.3.1. Therefore, the proposal is to remove entire Editor’s note cited above.

Use cases
Targeted use cases are Enterprises, National Security and Public Safety, Government communications, first responders, etc. which may have limited trust in the existing IMS security and/or may desire to provide their own key management service. An example use case is an operator that owns IMS infrastructure and provides managed services to Enterprises for their IP telephony and Multimedia Applications. 

In TS 33.328 [3] two solutions were standardized, one for major user categories and one for the above mentioned use cases. Some of the above user groups desire or require the following additional requirements, not provided by the solutions standardized in TS 33.328 [3]:
· Elimination of passive key escrow. 

· Perfect forward secrecy between sessions.
Editor’s Note: Definition of passive key escrow needs to be added.
Active key escrow may still be possible.
