	TS 33.102, clause 6.8.4, states for CS handovers from UTRAN to GSM BSS: “The START values (see section 6.4.8) shall be kept in the ME at handover to GSM BSS.” However, a corresponding sentence is missing for PS intersystem handovers in 33.102, and, it seems, also in stage 3 specs. 

It appears appropriate to introduce corresponding text for the PS domain now because a general change has been made in Rel-11 regarding the trigger points for writing security context, and in particular the START value, to the USIM or memory in the ME respectively. 
In addition to handovers, now also idle mode mobility needs to be covered, for both CS and PS domains, as, from Rel-11 onwards, the START value is no longer written to the USIM at transition to idle mode. 

Furthermore, SRVCC needs to be taken into account.
Because of the many places in which changes would have to be introduced this CR proposes to create a new subclause. 

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	Adding suitable text to a new subclause  of 6.8 ‘Interoperation and handover between UMTS and GSM’ that requires keeping START in the ME at intersystem mobility events. 
Remove the sentence in clause 6.8.4 as it is now covered by the new clause. 

Adding a NOTE pointing to corresponding text in TS 33.401 where UTRAN to E-UTRAN mobility is described. This corresponding text is introduced to TS 33.401 in the companion CR S3-120144.

Intersystem handover for CS Services – from UTRAN to GSM BSS

If ciphering has been started when an intersystem handover occurs from UTRAN to GSM BSS, the necessary information (e.g. Kc, supported/allowed GSM ciphering algorithms) is transmitted within the system infrastructure before the actual handover is executed to enable the communication to proceed from the old RNC to the new GSM BSS, and to continue the communication in ciphered mode. The RNC may request the MS to send the MS Classmarks 2 and 3 which include information on the GSM ciphering algorithm capabilities of the MS. This is necessary only if the MS Classmarks 2 and 3 were not transmitted from UE to UTRAN during the RRC Connection Establishment. The intersystem handover will imply a change of ciphering algorithm from a UEA to a GSM A5. The GSM BSS includes the selected GSM ciphering mode in the handover command message sent to the MS via the RNC.

The integrity protection of signalling messages is stopped at handover to GSM BSS.

Handling of the START value in intersystem mobility cases

The START values (see clause  6.4.8) shall be kept in the ME in the following cases: 

· Intersystem idle mobility for CS Services – from UTRAN to GSM BSS;

· Intersystem handover for CS Services – from UTRAN to GSM BSS;

· Intersystem change for PS Services – from UTRAN to GSM BSS;

· PS handover from Iu to Gb mode;

· SRVCC  – from HSPA to UTRAN/GERAN;

· SRVCC – from UTRAN to HSPA.

NOTE: The handling of mobility from UTRAN to E-UTRAN is described in TS 33.401 [28]. Hence, also the corresponding handling of START is described there.
