On receiving the trigger request over Tsp interface, MTC Security GW first verifies whetherthe SCS is authorised to send trigger requests based on pre-configured information.
If the SCS is allowed to, the MTC Security GW futher interrogates with HLR/HSS to determine whether the SCS is authorized to trigger the UE. Based on the subscription of the UE, HLR/HSS makes this decision and sends a response to the MTC Security GW. 
If the response indicates the SCS is allowed to trigger the UE, the MTC Security GW delivers the SMS trigger message as normal. If either check fails, the trigger request shall be rejected.
