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1. Introduction

This document contains information about the TSG SA #59 outcome on SA3 submissions, and information on SA discussions and issues relevant for SA3 work.

2. SA #59 Outcome on SA3 Submissions

All our CRs were approved without modifications. 

Draft TR 33.829, “Extended IP Multimedia Subsystem (IMS) media plane security features”, was approved in SP-130033.

Our revision to the system-wide WID on “Proximity-based Services” was approved in SP-130030.

Our revisions to the system-wide WID on WebRTC were not approved. For more information on this, see clause 4 below.

3. SA #59 Outcome on SA3-LI Submissions

All CRs were approved without modifications.

There was a question about ETSI references in CR 19 to TS 33.106 (SP-130034). The question raised was whether the references refer to the latest ETSI specifications, as no version numbers are included. The CR was approved, and SA3-LI was asked to check that the ETSI references in TS 33.106 are referring to the correct versions of the ETSI specifications.

The revised WID proposal on “Lawful Interception Rel-12” was approved in SP-130159. The approved version was a revision of the submitted WID. The revision was made to remove the hidden white text “(Local Call Local Switch)” from the justification section.

4. WebRTC

SA1 has not yet finished the work on WebRTC requirements, and asked for an exception to continue the work until SA #60 in June. The exception was approved in SP-130117.

The last SA2 meeting had not agreed on revisions to the system-wide WebRTC WID. A proposal for including the SA2 aspects was submitted as a company contribution (SP-130133). SA discussed the WebRTC work and concluded that it is too early to approve the SA2 and SA3 parts of the WID, as the SA1 requirements are not yet completed. SA expects that SA2 will bring in a revised WID with a more detailed scope to SA #60 in June. Consequently, SA expects SA3 to bring a revised WID with a more detailed scope on the security aspect to SA #61 in September.

5. Proximity-based Services (ProSe)

SA1 submitted an exceptions sheet for ProSe. The exception was approved in SP-130115. Thus, SA1 will work until SA #60 to complete the ProSe work.

SA1 submitted a CR on “Incorporation of ProSe Security, Authorization & Privacy Requirements”. The CR was approved in the CR pack in SP-130116. 

6. Group Communication System Enablers for LTE (GCSE_LTE)

SA1 submitted an exceptions sheet for GCSE_LTE. The exception was approved in SP-130114. Thus, SA1 will work until SA #60 to complete the GCSE_LTE work.
The corresponding WID was revised by SA2 to include the SA2 objectives. The updated WID was approved in SP-130158.

7. Confidentiality Protection of Associated Delivery Procedure Messages

SA4 #72 submitted a CR on Confidentiality Protection of Associated Delivery Procedure Messages. A company contribution (SP-130144) was submitted related to this CR. This contribution highlighted a security issue with the proposal in the SA4 CR and proposed to send the CR back to SA4. It also proposed that SA3 should review this in terms of security aspects. The proposal was endorsed. SA3 #71 should thus discuss how to solve this and coordinate with SA4 in order for the groups to provide a consistent set of CRs to the next SA meeting. This discussion relates to the incoming LS to SA3 #71 in S4-130280.

8. Approved WIDs with Security Aspects

SA1 submitted a new WID on “Emergency Session Identification”. The security aspects section states that “Security aspects will need to be considered”. The new WID was approved in SP-130126. The corresponding normative Stage 1 changes were approved in SP-130112, and SA1 reported the work to be complete.

SA2 submitted an updated WID on “IMS registration control (IMS_RegCon)” to include the stage 2 aspects into the WID. The security aspects section states: “The impacts on security aspects need to be taken into account”. The update was approved in SP-120735.

9. Rel-12 Status

Rel-12 Stage 1 was frozen at SA #59, although SA1 will continue in some areas based on the exceptions approved.

No further prioritization on Rel-12 content was made at SA #59. SA2 aims to provide more detailed estimates on the workload for SA #60.
