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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution is to discussion the current status of the Rel-12 MTC Features in SA3 and to decide the way forward. 
1. Introduction:
This contribution presents the current status of the Rel-12 MTC features (based on the SA2 Rel-12 priorities and MTCe security requirements in SA1 TS 22.368) and proposes possible way forward for discussion and decision.

The SA2 priorities for MTCe features for Rel-12 are:

1. Small Data and Device Triggering Enhancements (SDDTE)
2. UE Power Consumption Optimizations (UEPCOP)
MTCe security requirements in SA1 TS 22.368 are:

1. Secure Connection

2. Restriction of USIM to particular ME/MTC Devices
3. Privacy Concerns (part of SA3 responsibility)
2. Current Status of Rel-12 MTCe Features:
2.1
SDDTE : 
2.1.1
Small Data Transmission:

SA2 is considering mechanisms to transmit and receive small amount of data efficiently through 3GPP system. Currently around 10 solutions are under considerations in SA2 and SA2 yet to complete and select a solution(s). SA3 is working in parallel on the security requirements/threats/solution alternatives for these SA2 solutions.

2.1.2
Device Triggering: 
Currently SA2 is considering the following key issues under device triggering: Overload handling and Scalability for Device Triggering, Support for T5 device triggering and Recall or Replace previously submitted Trigger Messages. SA3 already captured the security aspects of T5 based triggering and Tsp interface protection. SA3 need to check the alignment of the potential solution with SA2 solution, add further details and remove editor’s note to complete the solution.
2.2
UEPCOP:
SA3 yet start security analysis on the SA2 solutions which are under consideration for the UE power consumption optimizations. SA3 captured some general requirements on the UE Power Consumption Optimizations, but no solutions are being considered till now.    
2.3
Restricting the USIM to specific UEs:
SA3 TR 33.868 analyzed and captured the requirements and potential solution for Restricting the USIM to specific UEs. The candidate solutions under SA3 consideration are:
1. UE based pairing
2. Network based pairing
Further SA3 to remove the editor’s notes and select a solution(s).  
Currently there is no dependency identified for this feature from other 3GPP working groups for solution selection, however SA3 needs to consider whether any other specifications affected by the selected solution (especially SA2, as SA2 already indicated their time bucket is tight) and liaisons with the WGs sooner to completing the feature in Rel-12 timeframe . 

Normative work on this feature to be started in SA3 after selecting a solution(s).  
2.4
Secure Connection:
TR 33.868 analyzed and captured the issue and requirement for secure connection. The candidate solutions under considered are GBA/GBA push and IKEv2 based.
SA3 to adding further details and removing any FFS/editors notes to complete the solution. SA3 to decide on a solution(s). 
Currently there is no dependency identified for this feature from other working Groups for selecting a solution(s) and to start normative work.
2.5
Privacy Concern:

SA3 is working on the privacy concern issues, the keys issues currently under consideration are unauthorized monitoring of privacy sensitive information and location tracking.  SA3 to adding further details and remove any FFS/editors notes to complete the solution for selecting the solution(s).
3. Proposed plan:
Based on the status presented above, “Restricting the USIM to specific UEs” is almost in concluding stage (complete solutions are available) and ready for normative work, if the solution(s) is selected. 
For Privacy and Secure Connection, SA3 needs to focus on completing the solutions and to conclude the solution.

For SDDTE and UEPCOP, SA3 depends on the work progress in SA2 (may be also on RAN2). SA3 needs to focus on completing the solutions.
