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1. Overall Description:

According to the current specifications, it is not clear to CT1 if the source address in the IP header of a SIP message sent by the UE can be changed by an entity between the UE and the P-CSCF when GIBA is used as the authentication mechanism. 

Annex E.6 of TS 23.228 states that there should be no NAT between the GGSN/PGW and the P-CSCF, and if there is, then the existence of NAT should not be visible to the UE.

Section T.8.1 in TS 33.203 describes the actions at the P-CSCF if there is NAT between the UE and the P-CSCF when GIBA Is used.

2. Actions:

To S2 and S3 group.

ACTION: 
CT1 asks S2 and S3 groups to please clarify whether P-CSCF is required to handle the scenario where GIBA authentication is used and the source address in the IP header of the REGISTER message is different from the IP address in the Via header of that message.
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
