Criteria on accreditation of compliance testers

The accreditation shall determine that the compliance testers have 

-
Sufficient auditing skills to assess that the Vendor provided enough evidences that the network product is following the “Vendor development and lifecycle management” accredited process

-
Accurately describe their test procedures, results and conclusions

-
such skills can be assessed through a case study or a “pilot” evaluation performed under the supervision of the accreditor.

-
Capacity to assess the consistency between a SAS and an instantiated SAS

-
Capacity to assess the coverage of the SAS / instantiated SAS by tests

-
Such skills can be assessed by an examination showing the knowledge of the SAS, and a case study to assess the rigour when determining the coverage of SAS by a given instantiated SAS

-
Skills also include general testing methodology capacities, which do not limit to functional “black-box” testing. Testers shall also be able to perform code-level testing, integration testing, code auditing and documentation review in order to perform, e.g. cryptographic compliance testing; such skills can be assessed by a case study examination conducted by the accreditor

Define a representative testbed for a given network product:

Such skills can be assessed by an oral examination showing the general knowledge of the considered network product, in particular
