1. According to current 3GPP specification, ANDSF rules are only evaluated after WLAN network selection is performed, it can not be used to trigger UE to select another WLAN accesss network. The problem of key issue “Interaction between WLAN network selection and network-provided policies for WLAN selection” is how to use the ANDSF rules provided by 3GPP operator to assist UE in WLAN access network selection. The goal of solving this key issue in SA2 is to enable WLAN network (re)selection based e.g. on time, location, etc. by using ANDSF rules. 
How to utilize the ANDSF policy for the WLAN network selection should be solved in the SA2. Regarding the example scenario in the current key issue, WLAN access network with SSID 1 will be (re)selected by the UE when user is at location x between time y and z. So this problem is SA2 scope. 
Now SA2 is still in the study stage, 1 solution is proposed on this issue, which proposes to use ANDSF rules instead of I-WLAN MO.  However, no conclusion has been made on this. So it is better for SA3 to wait for SA2 progress first.
2. ANDSF rules are transimitted via S14 reference point between ANDSF server and UE. S14 has been protected by some mechanism, such as PSK TLS with GBA, to meet the security requirements on mutually authentication, authorization, integrity, confidentiality and resistance of replay attacks. So information transferred between ANDSF and UE has no security issues. 
Thus, the conflict resolution issue exists only in SA2, not in SA3. So we propose to delelete this key issue study in the TR.
2. Proposal
It is proposed to remove clause 4.3 in current TR.

[bookmark: _Toc353523956]4.3        Key issue- Interaction between WLAN network selection and network-provided policies for WLAN selection
[bookmark: _Toc353523957]4.3.1     Issue Details
As TR 23.865[2] described, an operator may provide ANDSF policies to the UE in order to allow the UE to route traffic to specific WLAN access network (e.g. a specific SSID) based on the policy rules. Current policy rules could be enhanced by adopting parts of the WFA Hotspot 2.0 specifications[3] that allow for developing policies for WLAN network selection by making use of IEEE 802.11u[6] ANQP query response mechanisms, use of realms information, venues information, network load, etc. 
For example, a 3GPP operator wants to have policies whereby traffic can be offloaded to its roaming partners but only in a certain time window and at a particular geographic location, e.g. during rush hour in a busy downtown area. Assume operator A has relationship with operator #1 with SSID1 and operator #2 with SSID2. The ANDSF rules specify that if you are in location x and between time y and z then prefer SSID1 but for other location or times prefer SSID2. The PLMN priority list in the UE has SSID2 higher in preference than SSID1. Now if the user is at location x between time y and z, the conflict resolution between ANDSF rules and PLMN priority list is needed.
