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1. Introduction

This document contains information about the TSG SA #60 outcome on SA3 submissions, and information on SA discussions and issues relevant for SA3 work.

2. SA #60 Outcome on SA3 Submissions

All our CRs were approved without modifications. 

Our revisions to the system-wide WID on “Machine Type and other mobile data applications Communications Enhancements (MTCe) “ were approved in SP-130327, with a modification to add TR 33.868 explicitly to the “Expected Output and Time scale” clause of the WID.

Our revised WID on Tunnelling of UE Services over Restrictive Access Networks (TURAN) was approved without modifications in SP-130245.

Our draft TR 33.805, Study on Security Assurance Methodology for 3GPP Network Elements (SECAM), was provided for information to SA in SP-120247 and was noted. There was a question on whether we had received any input from GSMA. I informed SA that SA3 has an ongoing dialogue with GSMA. 

3. SA #60 Outcome on SA3-LI Submissions

All CRs were approved without modifications.

The revised WID proposal on “Lawful Interception Rel-12” was approved in SP-130246. 

4. WebRTC

SA1 has completed their work on WebRTC.  A Corresponding CR was approved in SP-130200.

SA2 submitted a revision of the system wide WID on WebRTC. The updated WID was approved in SP-130325.

5. Proximity-based Services (ProSe)

SA1 has completed their work on Prose. CRs on Prose were approved in the CR pack in SP-130315.

6. Group Communication System Enablers for LTE (GCSE_LTE)

SA1 has completed their work on GCSE_LTE. 
SA1 submitted a revised WID on “on Group Communication System Enablers for LTE (GCSE_LTE)” to describe which aspects were covered in Rel-12. The update was approved in SP-130326. 

TS 22.468 on Group Communication System Enablers for LTE (GCSE_LTE) was approved in SP-130292.

7. PWS

SA approved an update to SA1 requirements related to PWS security. The approved CR can be found in SP-130196. 

8. Approved WIDs with Security Aspects

SA1 submitted a new WID on “RAN Sharing Enhancements”. The work will be done in Rel-13. 

The security aspect section states:

“RAN Sharing Enhancements shall not negatively affect security or privacy of sharing networks or subscribers.

For the case of multiple operators sharing radio network resources the work item needs take care of requirements and scenarios for:

•
maintaining end-to-end security for each operator

•
providing and allowing appropriate levels of visibility of the shared radio network resources to the sharing network operators according to each operator’s role in the sharing arrangement.

Involvement of SA3 for evaluation of potential scenarios is envisaged.”

The new WID was approved in SP-130330. 

SA1 submitted a new SID on “Feasibility Study on Resilient E-UTRAN Operation for Public Safety”. The security aspect section states: “To be addressed with SA WG3”. The new WID was approved in SP-130240.

9. External References

There was discussion at SA about external references. This was triggered by a comment on a CR that had a reference to an ETSI specification, without providing information on what specific version of the specification that is being referenced. Based on the discussion, SA WGs got the following action:

“SA WGs should review their specifications for references to external specifications to determine their ongoing relevance and need”.

Furthermore the following guidance was provided by SA to WGs:

“TSG SA agreed that external references should be avoided wherever possible in 3GPP specifications”.

10. Rel-12 Status

The SA2 chairman reported (see SP-130210) that there is a significant risk exists that SA2 will no be able to finish all work in the currents scope of Rel-12 for ProSe, GSCE_LTE and UPCON. No further prioritization of Rel-12 work was done at SA #60, but further prioritization of Rel-12 scope will happen at SA #61 in September. For work items with RAN impact, there will be activities at the September RAN/SA TSGs to align the work for Rel-12 between the TSGs.

In addition, SA encourages SA2 to introduce an additional full SA2 meeting in Q1/2014. This implies that there is a probability for exceptions for some of the Rel-12 work items, since the target for Rel-12 stage 2 freeze is still December 2013.
