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1. Overall Description:

SA5 is currently working on the standardization of multi-vendor Plug n’ Play procedure for connection of eNBs to the operators' network. The certificate enrolment procedure is considered as one of the mandatory steps in multi-vendor Plug n’ Play. In the current SA5 specification, the information that eNB "knows" about the CA/RA server is the IP address or the FQDN, SA5 would like to ask whether this information is sufficient for eNB to perform the certificate enrolment. If it’s not sufficient, SA5 kindly ask SA3 to list the other mandatory additional information needed at the eNB for certificate enrolment.

2. Actions:

ACTION: SA5 would like to get guidance on whether SA3 believes it’s sufficient for eNB to know the IP address or the FQDN of the CA/RA in order to be able to perform the certificate enrolment. If any other additional information about CA/RA is needed at the eNB for certificate enrolment, SA5 kindly ask SA3 to list it.
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
