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1. Overall Description:

During the Multi-vendor Plug and Play (MvPnP) procedures for eNB connection to network specified in 3GPP TS 32.508 the eNB needs to communicate with:
· CA/RA server;

· SeGW;

· Element Manager.

In order to be able to communicate with these entities eNB needs to "know" their IP addresses. According to the current agreement in 3GPP SA5, these IP addresses may be either available at the eNB (e.g. factory pre-configured, provided by the IP Autoconfiguration service, configured by a previously connected EM) or resolved from the FQDNs using DNS services.
The FQDN formats used in MvPnP should be standardized in order to support the multi-vendor interoperability and minimize the operator's OPEX. They should support vendor differentiation to allow the co-existence and easy identification of Element Managers or SeGWs deployed by different vendors in the same operator's network. They should support operator differentiation to identify the specific operator's CA/RA server in network sharing deployments. Accordingly, 3GPP TSG CT4 has agreed on the attached CR which adds the following FQDNs to 3GPP TS 23.003:
