Media Stream Protection

As a result of completing a security procedure described in Section 6.3.1.3.3 or 6.3.1.3.4, the group members will have shared a GSK as part of the session setup procedure. All transmitted media within this session will now be protected under this GSK (e.g. to key an SRTP stream). The session may only last for a single transmission, or may be maintained for a period to allow many members of the group to efficiently communicate. 

This allows media transmitted directly between UEs to be protected. This applies regardless of whether the group members are within an ad-hoc or pre-configured group.
