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SA3 thanks SA2 for LS S2-140522 clarifying the questions raised by SA3 in the Joint Meeting held in Taipei.

Following questions were raised by SA2 in their LS:

1. Whether SA3 sees any issue with SA2’s decision to postpone architectural support for TURN for IMS_WebRTC from Rel-12?

2. Is there a WebRTC use case that SA3 could identify that requires a TURN server?

SA3 discussed the SA2 request in the 3GPP SA3#74-Bis meeting held in Sophia Antipolis. Here is our conclusion:

· [bookmark: _GoBack]SA3 does not see any issue with deferring TURN server support from Rel-12. While the architecture may need to support TURN eventually, for Rel-12 SA3 is fine with other NAT traversal mechanisms such as media anchoring in the IMS Access Gateway (eIMS-AGW). It is to be noted though that lack of TURN support will have an impact on use-cases where WIC is behind the firewall (see following bullet).
· A specific use case where TURN server support would be needed is when WIC is behind the firewall and it uses WebRTC to communicate. Further details can be found in the firewall traversal section (clause 6.3.1) of TR 33.871.
