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Abstract of the contribution: pCR S3.140762 proposes a conclusion for the SA3 study TR GCSE_LTE security in Rel-12 based on what was discussed in S3-140617 during SA3#74bis and at the mailing lists afterwards.This pCR discusses the options for adding specification text and proposes to add mandatory text relevant for GCSE security to 33.246 specifications.
Discussion

According to S3-140617 most companies think that no SA3 GCSE TS is needed for Rel-12. Several proposals for including security relevant parts in existing Rel-12 specifications have been made (ordered in the number of times mentioned as preference):

· Adding a section to SA2 GCSE specification TS 23.468 about security requirements for interfaces

· Including a section into TS 33.246 because of the MB2 interface to BM-SC, because this specification would have at least the MBMS connection used in GCSE.

· Including a section in SA3 security specifications TS 33.401 or TS 33.210 about security requirements of MB2/Rx/SGi interface for GCSE_LTE

While the advantage of the latter two proposals is to keep specification work under SA3 authority, the advantage of the first proposal is the direct connection to the GCSE context, i.e. a single point of reference for all GCSE requirements.
We propose to add  mandatory text relevant for GCSE security to 33.246 specifications, while referencing the requirements in 22.468  and architecture in 23.468.
We kindly ask SA3 to accept the proposed text for inclusion in the TR 33.888.
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Conclusions
It has been decided to include GCSE security relevant specification text as a normative annex in TS 33.246.  The annex will list security requirements for GCSE and the solution for protecting the signalling data on the MB2-C interface.
