· Personal data security protection and handling
This aspect should include how to allow personal data collecting and protection and when to forbid it. 
· Location data security protection and handling
This aspect should include how to allow location data collecting and protection and when to forbid it. 

· Traffic data security protection and handling
With regard to traffic data, no packet capturing, detecting and recording etc functions.
· Value added services consideration
How to allow to use value added service which may involves privacy needs to be considered. 
· Feature files consideration
      Feature files should be provided to user for privacy consideration.
