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1. Overall Description:

In the work item phase of ProSe WID (SP-130715), SA3 has investigated the security for open discovery. In a previous LS to RAN2 (CC: RAN1, SA1, SA2), S3-140226, SA3 has agreed to send the information on the scope and size of the security parameters as soon as determined.

SA3 has identified that the security for open discovery requires the use of a Message Integrity Check (MIC) to be sent over the air interface along with the transmitted ProSe Application Code. This MIC is to be 32 bits in length.
