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1. Overall Description
ETSI SCP TEC would like to inform 3GPP CT6, 3GPP2 TSG-AC and GSMA SG that it is discussing changes related to the Work Item "UICC Access Optimization", already described in the LS SCP(13)000272r1.

One contribution consists of a new mechanism called “File Update Counter Mechanism” and described in the attached draft CRs. Based on the results of a study conducted by ETSI SCP TEC, the contribution would allow a reduction of the UICC initialization time.

Some companies expressed concerns about the security of the proposal, as they understand that the content of some EFs that are currently PIN1 protected would be kept stored on the terminal after the end of the UICC session.

ETSI SCP TEC would like to have guidance on the possibility to apply this mechanism according to a list of eligible files that should be application dependent. 3GPP and 3GPP2 would independently indicate such list, based on criteria such as sensitivity of the content, access condition (PIN1/PIN2 protected) and size of the file.
For this reason, ETSI SCP TEC would like to ask 3GPP CT6, 3GPP2 TSG-AC and GSMA SG to indicate if the attached proposal could be adopted for some specific EFs defined respectively by 3GPP and 3GPP2 and provide an improvement of file access performances.
ETSI SCP TEC looks forward to a continued fruitful cooperation with 3GPP CT6, 3GPP2 TSG-AC and GSMA SG.
