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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA3 would politely like to thank ITU-T Q3/16 for their LS with the title LS on TLS and DTLS terminology [to 3GPPA SA3, IETF WG TLS, 3GPP CT4]. 
SA3 has reviewed the questions in this LS in respect of the specifications under SA3 control and has come to the following conclusions:
1. the distinction between (D)TLS session and (D)TLS connection (which implies a definition for each term, beyond the available descriptions / glossary from RFC side)

SA3 response:  For references to (D)TLS sessions and connections in SA3 specifications, the distinction given by the RFC should be sufficient..

2. the DTLS association concept, e.g., is it equivalent to a DTLS session or DTLS connection or something in addition?

SA3 response:  DTLS associations are not referred to in SA3 specifications.

3. the TLS renegotiation procedure: what is the definition and at which level (TLS session or TLS connection level) does this procedure occur?

4. the TLS resumption procedure: what is the definition and relation to TLS renegotiation?

SA3 response to 3 and 4:  While SA3 specifications refer to TLS renegotiation and resumption procedures, definition of these procedures is in IETF scope
