This contribution proposes to resolve the Editor notes in clause  “B.3.3.4.4.1 MME Management and Maintenance interfaces ” of TR 33.806 v.0.8.0.  
There is an Editor note: 
Editor's Note: These management entities need to be further defined.
Looking to the Editor Notes, Management Entity is an entity which provides management capabilities and that enables  to operate on the network product. Management Entities can be: 
· Client workstation used for the remote management of the network product
· Client workstation used for local management of the network product 
Anyway the requirement shall be focused on the network product and not on the Management Entities. Consequently the mutual authentication shall be supported by the protocol enabled in the network product and used for its management. 
So this contribution proposes to remove the Editor Notes in B.3.3.4.4.1 and in addition to rephrase the requirement to underline its applicability to the protocols used for the network product management and not to the management entities. The protocols used for the network product management can be standard protocols that address this requirement but can be proprietary protocols that can provide encryption and integrity capabilities but not mutual authentication.
