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1. Introduction
This document contains information about the TSG SA#68 outcome on SA3 submissions, and information on SA discussions and issues relevant for SA3 work.

2. SA #67 Outcome of SA3 and SA3-LI Submissions

All SA3 and SA3-LI CRs as well as revised WIDs were approved.
SA3 TRs were also approved or noted as required except for the TR 33.895 in document SP-150295 which was noted instead of being approved. For next SA plenary (SA#69) we are requested to bring v2.0.0 of the TR 33.895 for approval as 900 series (TR 33.995) and the rapporteur is requested to remove any use of the word “shall” in the TR.

It was confirmed that the IOPS TR should be 800 series.

The number for new SCAS TS is TS 33.117.

3. Dependencies and Related

There are several dependencies and related matters that we have to take care of during SA3#80 as listed below:

1. cIOT: Based on PCG decision, RAN will start activity on clean slate cellular IOT activity. A liaison is sent to SA3 as well as others from RAN (see SP-150357). The response to liaison is to help RAN decide the interface of choice for cIOT i.e. S1 or Gb interface. SA3 is requested to provide information regarding Gb interface security and to prioritize this activity.
2. IOPS: SA2 concluded that no normative work is needed but SA2 is looking for conclusion of SA3 activity in IOPS, see SA2 report in SP-150221 slide 29. SA2 modified IOPS WID is available in SP-150248. 
3. ProSe: Dependency is observed by SA2 as given in SA2 report SP-150221 slide 26
4. MCPTT: CT has prioritized MCPTT activity and is expecting input from SA3 especially regarding identity management; see SP-150341. SA6, see SA6 report in SP-150216, achieved several agreements thus TR 23.779 was sent for information; several clauses of the TR are expected to be taken directly to TS. Note that TS 23.179 is handed over to SA6.
5. VoLTE: The VoLTE roaming aspect of S8HR was an item of major discussion. A response liaison is sent SA3-LI in SP-150371

6. GERAN report: During PCG#34 it was agreed in principle that TSG RAN and TSG GERAN should be formed into a single TSG; see SP-150220.
7. RAN2: Offline, I was informed that a liaison is sent to SA3 from RAN2 on “LS on authentication and encryption between UE and WLAN for aggregation” where RAN2 is looking for quick action by SA3; see R2-152915.
