Abstract of the contribution: This contribution proposes a pCR to remove an editor’s note related to no backhaul operation in the Scope clause of TR 33.897.
1. Introduction

At SA3#79 (April 2015) an editor’s note was added to the Scope clause of TR 33.897 [1] stating:

Editor’s note: Currently SA2 is only considering the no backhaul case.

The purpose of the note was to document SA2’s initial focus on the topic of Isolated E-UTRAN Operation for Public Safety (IOPS) within the current release. In order to resolve the editor’s note it is proposed to add text to the body of the scope clause of TR 33.897.

Scope


This Technical Report contains the results of a Stage 2 study and evaluation of possible 3GPP security solutions in support of Isolated E-UTRAN Operation for Public Safety (IOPS). The solutions are based on the Stage 1 requirements in TS 22.346 [2] and the architectural enhancements to support IOPS presented in the Stage 2 study report TR 23.797 [3]. For the current release of specification SA2 is considering the candidate solution in TR 23.797 based on a Local EPC with no backhaul.
The present document identifies key issues, security threats, deduces security requirements and presents proposed security solutions for IOPS.
