Justification

Technical Specification 22.179 specifies Release 13 requirements for MCPTT security. In release 14, stage 1 MCPTT security requirements are contained in both TS 22.179 and TS 22.280 (Mission Critical Services Common Requirements). In order to address security for the stage 2 work remaining from Release 13, a new work item is required in Release 14 to capture the work for those changes that could not be accommodated within the Release 13 work cycle.
Requirements that were unfulfilled, or were only partially fulfilled, by either the stage 2 Release 13 specification for the functional MCPTT architecture (SA6), or the stage 2 Release 13 specification for MCPTT security (SA3), will be addressed in this work item.
Security procedures and associated information flows that were not documented, or were only partially documented in order to support the stage 1 requirements will be addressed in this work item. This may include the addition or modification of existing architectural security requirements, assumptions, information flows, procedures, and configurations to give better definition to security for the MCPTT service.

Objective
The objectives include:
1.
Identify any relevant stage 1 MCPTT security requirements that were unfulfilled or only partially fulfilled in Release 13.  For any requirements identified as unresolved, specify enhancements to the stage 2 MCPTT security architecture, procedures, information flows, and/or configuration parameters.
2.
Identify and resolve any possible MCPTT security enhancements derived from SA6 enhancements to the MCPTT functional architectural, functional procedure, functional information flow, and/or functional configuration parameters.
This work item shall reuse the stage 2 security architecture developed for Rel-13, where possible.
