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Abstract of the contribution: This document proposes an approach for mapping content within 33.179 into the clauses defined for 33.180.
This contribution proposes a mapping from 33.179 into the 33.180 clauses. 

In SA3#84 it was agreed that MCPTT content from Rel-13 would be copied into the the Rel-14 MCX specification without modification, and used as the baseline for further development of the MCX specification. This document proposes this mapping. 

No text changes were made other than to update internal references. External references have been highlighted as it is possible these need to be updated in Rel-14. 

The proposed mapping is in the attached spreadsheet. The changes are as follows:

· The Rel-13 scope is not copied. It is proposed that a new scope is written for Rel-14.

· References, Definitions and abbreviations are copied verbatim.

· Overview of MCPTT is not copied. The justification for this is that this is informative text which would be easier to copy/update towards the end of the release.

· Components relating to the common services core are moved into Clause 5:

· Authorisation and authentication.
· Key management.
· Application layer signalling protection.
· Elements relating to the underlying network are moved into Clause 6 (supporting security mechanisms)
· Remaining MCPTT clauses are moved into clause 7.

· Annex A is copied to clause A.1 to allow future security requirements to be added.

· Annex B-F are copied verbatim.

· A new Annex G is added containing clause 7.3.3 of 33.179 (Key identifiers).
A consequence of this mapping is that key management for media security is now split into both clause 5.2 and clause 7. As a result, some reworking of these sections will be required.

It is proposed that the implementing contribution (S3-161643) is accepted as a baseline for 33.180.

It is proposed that others modify the text of the baseline to ensure readability and relevance to wider MCX services.
