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1. Overall Description:

SA1 has initiated a feasibility study on Provisioning of Access to Restricted Local Operator Services by Unauthenticated UEs (FS_PARLOS).  This optional capability is intended to allow unauthenticated UEs to access specific operator provided restricted local operator services (RLOS).  This access to restricted local operators service (i.e., IMS calls, web access) is intended to be handled in a similar way to that used for emergency calls placed by unauthenticated UEs.
Based on the use cases, considerations, and potential requirements in the attached draft TR, SA1 would like SA3 to consider the following questions:

SA1 question 1: are there existing 3GPP security mechanisms provided to mitigate DDOS attacks by unauthenticated UEs that can access emergency services (where mandated) and can they be applied to this access to restricted local operator services as well?

SA1 question 2: Are there any different security considerations for access to RLOS via IMS voice versus access to RLOS via a web portal?  If so, what would they be?

SA1 question 3: are there additional security aspects that SA1 should address beyond what is covered in the considerations on security in the attached draft TR and SID?
