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Abstract of the contribution: This contribution updates existing KI #4.4.
1 Discussion

It is proposed to modify the title, and thus also the scope, of key issue 4.4 "Security aspects of intra NR mobility". This is because intra NR mobility is a wide topic, which is also reflected in the long editor’s note in the current key issue. 

Another reason is that existing "Key Issue #4.1: 
AS security during RRC idle mode" seems to be covering already the idle mode mobility. Further the security aspects of the Xn handover are separately proposed as new key issue. Therefore, it is proposed to rename the title of the key issue so that the key issue is dedicated to the inactive mode mobility. Similarly, the text in the existing EN (shown below) is also proposed to be changed to only reflect the fact that the decision in the RAN groups have not finalized yet. 

Editor’s Note: In LTE, the two cases for mobility (handover and idle mode mobility) correspond to the state (ECM/RRC-CONNECTED or ECM/RRC-IDLE) that the UE has when it moves Similarly, for the NextGen system, the UE states will determine the different cases that need to be considered for mobility. However, the discussion in RAN2 on UE states is not stable yet. It is expected that there will be states corresponding to ECM/RRC-CONNECTED and ECM-IDLE in LTE. It is ffs in RAN2 whether there will be an ECM-CONNECTED/RRC_INACTIVE state. Hence, it is ffs whether security aspects of inactive mode mobility need to be studied as well.
Further, it is proposed to delete the following EN because the AS security during RRC idle mode is covered by the key issue #4.1. 

Editor’s Note: It is ffs whether idle mode mobility is in the scope of the security area RAN security.
