Description of Question

Several solutions propose support for the EAP framework for primary authentication. This implies that the access network can carry EAP messages. 

Question: 

Shall the 5G UE and 5G network support the EAP framework for primary authentication in the above sense? 

If so, shall other authentication methods than EAP methods be allowed? The answer should be given separately for 3GPP and non-3GPP accesses. 

E.2.1.2.2 
Interim Agreement

The 5G UE and 5G serving network shall support the EAP framework for primary authentication in 5G phase 1, for both 3GPP and non-3GPP accesses.
EPS AKA* over 3GPP access is the only supported authentication method in 5G phase 1 that is not an EAP method.
