The contribution S3-170765 [1] proposes the following two questions:

(1) Should 5G security enforce the refresh of temporary identifiers?

(2) Should it be mandatory to enforce the refresh of temporary identifiers? Who should do so (in LTE this is done by operator policy)?

We do not propose any changes to the first question.

However, the second question seems to refer to details of a particular solution, and ask more for evaluation than for decision. For evaluation, the evaluation in S3-170625 [2] should be referred instead. We propose to replace the second question with appropriate more general question whose answer will record SA3 decisions. The first question may not be necessary after the revised question, but could also be kept if SA3 sees it fit.
