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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank CT1 for the liaison response in R2-1704006. 
RAN2 understood that CT1 had considered that UE would be told via NAS at ATTACH ACCEPT and TRACKING AREA UPDATE whether unsecured redirections are allowed within the registered tracking areas. However, the reply from CT1 states that: “By default, when entering a new PLMN, the UE will consider the unsecured redirection as not acceptable in the new PLMN, until an attach or tracking area updating procedure has been completed successfully and the UE has received the above information from the MME during that procedure.”. RAN2 would like to understand if this means that all the UEs would reject the unsecured redirections by default if there is no NAS indication to allow unsecured redirection, or whether CT1 meant something different? 

In RAN2 understanding, if the UEs would by default reject unsecured redirections, there could be problems with legacy networks. More specifically, 
· Legacy UEs would still always accept unsecured redirections, but the UEs implementing the new feature would not. This could cause issues with legacy networks where unsecured redirections are used and NAS would not be able to indicate anything. 
· UEs that reject (legitimate) redirections requests would not be able to be served by the (legacy) eNBs). 
Therefore, RAN2 would like to understand whether this was really the CT1 intention, or whether the LS was just unclear in this aspect. In RAN2 view UEs in legacy networks should still accept unsecured redirections unless NAS has indicated otherwise.

RAN2 would like CT1 to indicate whether CT1 intended that all UEs would always reject unsecured redirections unless NAS indicates otherwise.
