SA3 has discussed the flexibility of changing or retaining key for the related RAN procedures and would like to provide the following:

In NR, for Handover, RRC Connection Resume, and Dual Connectivity procedure, the AS key could be retained when PDCP anchor is not changed. For RRC Connection Re-establishment procedure, the AS key should always be changed no matter PDCP anchor is changed or not. In addition, for AS key retain case, the network may inform UE with an indication whether the network has changed the AS key, SA3 recommends an implicit indication, e.g. when NCC is not included in the specific message, it can be interpreted as an implicit indication that AS key has not changed.
