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1. Overall Description:

SA3 thanks SA2 for their LS. 
SA3 have discussed the issue raised in the LS and have concluded that it shall be possible in the 5G for the UE to be able to omit the NSSAI for unencrypted NAS or RRC signalling when the UE is aware that a NSSAI has privacy concerns.

SA3 have added the following to their interim conclusion in TR 33.899:

“When the UE is configured with privacy requirements for a particular S-NSSAI:

-
The UE shall not include that S-NSSAI in NAS signalling unless the UE has a NAS security context.

-
The UE shall not include that S-NSSAI in unprotected RRC signalling.”
