Subscription identification procedure


The subscription identification mechanism should be invoked by the serving network whenever the UE cannot be identified by means of a temporary identifier (5G-GUTI). In particular, it should be used when the serving network cannot retrieve the SUPI based on the 5G-GUTI by which the UE is identified.

The mechanism described in figure 6.12.4-1 allows the identification of a UE by means of the subscription concealed identifier (SUCI). 
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Figure 6.12.4-1: Subscription identifier query

The mechanism is initiated by the AMF that requests the UE to send the subscription identifier.

The UE shall calculate a fresh SUCI from SUPI using the home network public key, and respond with Identifier Response carrying the SUCI.  

NOTE:
If the UE is using any other scheme than the null-scheme, the SUCI does not reveal the SUPI. AMF may initiate authentication with AUSF to receive SUPI as specified in clause 6.1.3.
