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Rationale and proposal 
CT1 informed SA3 in their LS [1] that they have agreed to standardize a native 5GS solution for steering of UE in VPLMN in Release 15. The solution is based on NAS protocol, and can optionally be used by the HPLMN. The legacy OTA mechanism will still be supported in 5GS as well. 

This contribution is adding a placeholder to TS 33.501 on security requirements and procedures on steering of UE in VPLMN. We also propose that the security requirements that have been agreed in SA3 are added to the TS. The final SA3 requirements and procedures need to be added when CT1 and SA3 have completed the work.

Requirements for steering of UE in VPLMN

The purpose of the procedure for steering of UE in VPLMN is to allow the HPLMN to update the list of preferred PLMN/access technology combinations at the UE via NAS signalling. The HPLMN updates the list of preferred PLMN/access technology combinations e.g. depending on the PLMN where the UE is registered or when required by HPLMN operator policies.
The following security requirements apply: 
- 
Integrity protection shall be ensured between HPLMN and UE.
