Multiple active NAS connections in the same PLMN’s serving network

After first registration procedure of an UE is success, any NAS messages sent by the UE over any access network shall be integrity protected, any NAS messages sent by the UE over non-3GPP access network shall be confidentiality protected additionally.

If an UE has active NAS connection over 3GPP access network, the AMF shall not initiate user authentication procedure and NAS SMC procedure over non-3GPP access network during performing registration procedure of the UE over non-3GPP access network. If an UE has active NAS connection over non-3GPP access network, when an AMF performs registration procedure for the UE via 3GPP access network, the AMF shall not initiate NAS SMC procedure over 3GPP access network except that the AMF and the one transferring the UE context is in different AMF set, and shall not initiate user authentication procedure over 3GPP access network.
NOTE:
After first registration procedure via non-3GPP access network, when AMF set is changed during registration procedure over 3GPP access network, the new AMF shall derive KN3IWF from the received KAMF from the old AMF, and send the KN3IWF to the N3IWF.
