Rationale
As discussed in companion contribution S3-180057 [1], it is proposed to include the following subscription identifier procedure in our specification TS 33.501 [2]. In S3-180059 only a generic subscription identifier procedure is introduced, here it is proposed to add a clause for Identity Requests when the UE registers for Emergency Services.

The case where a UE registers for Emergency Services and receives an Identity Request is the ‘unauthenticated emergency services’ case since the AMF only sends the Identity Request in case:

-
There is no security context available for the indicated 5G-GUTI (in case the UE connected with a 5G-GUTI);

-
The AMF is configured for unauthenticated emergency services;

-
The UE hasn’t provided its SUPI or null-SUCI in the registration request.
